ACCOMPLISHMENT INSTRUCTIONS: 
 
1. Get access to the hydraulic solenoid valve (1, Figure 1).  (Refer to the BHT 407-

MM-5 Chapter 53) to remove the forward and the transmission fairing 
assembly. 

 
2. Remove the tube assembly (2) from the solenoid valve, loosen nut (4). 
 
3. Remove two bolts (7) from solenoid valve, raise solenoid valve just enough to 

unscrew the elbow fitting (3) from the solenoid. 
 
4. Reinstall two bolts (7) and washers (8) on solenoid valve.  
 

5. Install packing (9) on fitting (10)  and install on solenoid (1).  
 

6. Install tube assembly (11).  
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7. Service the hydraulic system (Refer to the BHT 407 MM-2, Chapter 12).  Purge 

the air from the hydraulic system and accomplish a functional test. (Refer to the 
BHT 407 MM-4, Chapter 29-9 and 29-10 or 11). 

 
8. Verify hydraulic lines for leaks and verify the fluid level after shut down. 
 
9. Reinstall fairings make an entry in the helicopter records to show this bulletin is 

completed.
